William Hiett (Tiffany Sex Jones) Speaks In Support of TSA

| have lived with HIV for 23 years. My younger brother, Paul Hiett, contracted HIV in 1992. When he became ill in March of 1995 we brought him
home to both take care of him, so he could die at home. 14 days later he passed away, on April 4, 1995. | often looked into his face while taking
care of him and wondered if | was looking into my own future.

At that time there was a local group called the BHIVES, most of who had HIV and worked to raise money to help those living with HIV / AIDS.
Most of the members of the BHIVES were HIV positive and have passed away. One BHIVE project has survived, and that is the AIDS Holiday
Project. This project is now organized by the Tri-State Alliance and continues to use the power of volunteers to make a REAL difference in the lives
of those living with HIV / AIDS throughout the Tri-State. This is a great project to support.

As a performer for decades in our area, under the name of Tiffany Sex Jones, | am a longtime supporter of the Tri-State Alliance. | have spoken to
their youth group of LGBTQ teens and am amazed at the real difference they continue to make.

And sometimes the difference they make is behind the scenes! In Evansville and in our region for decades cops and park rangers did sting opera-
tions in parks, usually catching married men hooking up with each other men when the parks were empty. Their names, addresses, age and
workplaces would then be published in the newspaper, and lives were ruined. And in places like Kentucky, since sodomy was illegal at the time,
men would be arrested at parks and on the river front, just for inviting another man to go with them to their home or hotel room...since gay sex was
illegal in that state. Two decades ago, TSA leaders met with the Evansville mayor and the chief of police with a proposal...stop the undercover
stings, and if a park bathroom is a cruise area for gay men, just have uniformed police stop there a couple times a day. That would prevent the
behavior in that area, people’s lives wouldn't be ruined, and
the Evansville parks would regain their reputation.

TSA continues to lead our community...sometimes in public,
sometimes behind the scenes...but ALWAYS making a
difference.
